This year, the Kemper Memorial Park Contest is offering several options. Answer the 

contest question using ONE of the following formats: 

1.    Essay 

a.     Maximum of 2-3 pages 

b.     Should be typed and well-organized 

c.     Double-spaced and proofread 

d.     Includes a clear thesis with support, research, evidence 

2.    Poem 

a.     Should be typed 

b.     Should be roughly 20-25 lines 

c.     Can follow any organizational scheme, but should be recognizable as poetry 

3.    Short Film 

a.     Can be a fictionalized or documentary style (roughly 3 minutes in length) 

4.    Visual Art 

a.     Painting, sculpture, and photography are acceptable 

5.    Musical composition (roughly 3 minutes in length)

contest, the level of effort and preparation, and the level of creativity and skill applied.
