I am enclosing a request for the Individual Deceased Personnel File (IDPF) of Pfc. Albert A.
Anderson, Jr., US Army. Pfc Anderson was born on April 16, 1926, and entered the service Sept.
21, 1944. His service number is 42182224. According to our information, Anderson was
manning a machine gun when he was killed by a Japanese sniper on the island of Luzon in the
Philippines on June 2, 1945. We are willing to pay for the Freedom of Information Act fees for
the work involved.

Pfc Anderson is one of the 99 honorees at the Richard M. Kemper Park, a World War 11
Memorial Park at Mamaroneck High School in Mamaroneck, New York. Recently the Memorial
Park's existence was threatened and, in an effort to preserve it, the backgrounds of its honorees
were researched. We felt that if we could tell the story of those honored to the community, the
Memorial Park's continued presence would be valued and the Park would be preserved. So far,
our strategy has worked and the plans to turn the Memorial Park into a parking lot or athletic
field have been abandoned. But both the community's and the high school students' interests in
the honorees' stories have now been whetted.
